(d) Provide a report to the office of the governor and the 23
transportation committees of the legislature by December 31, 2025.24

(2)(a) $108,000 of highway safety account—state appropriation is 25
provided solely for the Washington state institute for public policy, 26
in consultation with the Washington traffic safety commission and 27
other entities as it deems appropriate, to develop an inventory of 28
evidence-based, research-based, policies and programs aimed at 29
reducing impaired driving and the resulting traffic fatalities and 30
serious injuries.31

(b) The institute must create an inventory of the national and 32
international research associated with the following impaired driving 33
public policies and programs:34

(i) Lowering the blood alcohol concentration for purposes of 35
impaired driving from the current .08 level;36

(ii) Sobriety checkpoints; and37

(1) $600,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation is 17
provided solely for the commission to purchase telematics data from a 18
qualified vendor that provides anonymized information on vehicle 19
speeds and driver behaviors, such as hard braking, on a statewide 20
basis and in selected geographical areas based upon demographic 21
characteristics and crash history. The commission must provide an 22
annual report summarizing findings from the telematics data to the 23
transportation committees of the legislature beginning by June 30, 24
2025, and until June 30, 2027. It is the intent of the legislature to 25
continue current funding levels and annual reporting requirements for 26
the commission for the purposes of this subsection through the 27

The commission must provide to the transportation committees of the 36
legislature a preliminary status report on the specific locations 37
selected and any outcome information by December 1, 2025, with a 38

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following 30
conditions and limitations:31

(1) $75,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 32
for the joint transportation committee, in collaboration with the 33
facilities program within the department of transportation, to 34
evaluate the cost and benefits associated with having the facilities 35
program take on full responsibility for planning and support of some 36
or all of the facilities currently operated by the Washington state 37
ferries. The joint transportation committee must provide a 38
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preliminary assessment, including any recommendations, by December 1, 1
2025. The joint transportation committee must prepare a final report, 2
including any recommendations, by October 1, 2026.3

(2) $390,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 4
for the joint transportation committee, from amounts set aside out of 5
statewide fuel taxes distributed to cities according to RCW 6
46.68.110(2), for the following activities:7

(a) $250,000 is to contract with the association of Washington 8
cities for the contracting for a facilitator for the process of 9
updating the memorandum of understanding reached by the association 10
of Washington cities and the Washington state department of 11
transportation in 2013 for the construction, operations, and 12
maintenance responsibilities for city streets as part of state 13
highways. With the help of the facilitator, a work group must be 14
convened to collaborate on updating the agreement and developing 15
recommendations for maintaining the agreement. Work group 16
participants must consist of six members representing cities, 17
appointed by the association of Washington cities, and six members of 18
the Washington state department of transportation. The final work of 19
the facilitated process must be completed by June 2027.20

(b) $140,000 is for the joint transportation committee to 21
contract for an update to the 2019 assessment of city transportation 22
funding needs to assess the current state of city transportation 23
funding, identify emerging issues, and recommend funding sources to 24
meet current and future needs. The association of Washington cities 25
and the Washington department of transportation shall provide 26
technical support to the study. The joint transportation committee 27
must issue a report of its findings and recommendations to the 28
transportation committees of the legislature by September 2026.29

(3) $75,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 30
for the joint transportation committee to continue the alternative 31
project delivery methods and innovative practices study under section 32
204(9), chapter 310, Laws of 2024. The next phase of the study must 33
provide additional consultation on collaborative procurement and 34
contracting approaches that may be used by the Washington state 35
department of transportation in public works contracting to increase 36
contract competition and support containing costs and project 37
delivery schedule. A supplemental report on findings and 38
recommendations, including any changes in current practice and 39
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statutory requirements, is due to the transportation committees of 1
the legislature by December 1, 2025.2

(4) $274,000 of the carbon emissions reduction account—state 3
appropriation is reappropriated for the joint transportation 4
committee for a study of the impacts of implementing California's 5
emissions standards for ocean-going vessels at berth in Titles 13 and 6
17 of the California Code of Regulations in Washington. The joint 7
transportation committee must report to the transportation committees 8
of the legislature by December 31, 2025.9

(5) $250,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 10
for the joint transportation committee to contract with the Freight 11
Policy Transportation Institute of Washington State University to 12
serve as the independent review team to work in coordination with the 13
Washington state department of transportation's analysis, funded in 14
section 217(5) ((of this act)), chapter 416, Laws of 2025, of 15
highway, road, and freight rail transportation needs, options, and 16
impacts from shifting the movement of freight and goods that 17
currently move by barge through the lower Snake river dams to 18
highways, other roads, and rail.19

(a) The department shall include the independent review team in 20
all phases of the analysis to enable the team to develop an 21
independent assessment of the analysis, assumptions, stakeholder 22
engagement, and cost and impact estimates. Summary findings from the 23
independent assessment must be provided to the department, the 24
governor's office, and the transportation committees of the 25
legislature on a quarterly basis, with an end of biennium report due 26
to the governor and the transportation committees of the legislature 27
by December 31, 2026.28

(b) The independent review team must conduct an independent 29
stakeholder engagement effort. The river transportation work group 30
must be formed to provide data and guidance to the independent review 31
team for the independent stakeholder engagement effort. The river 32
transportation work group must be made up of stakeholders, including 33
farming and agricultural production, fishing industry, tug and barge 34
operators, shippers and receivers, public ports, railroad operators, 35
cruise lines, the federal highway administration, and the army corps 36
of engineers. Consultations with federally recognized tribes must 37
also occur in coordination with the Washington state department of 38
transportation.39
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(c) The independent review team shall make regular presentations 1
to the joint transportation committee and, by request, to the 2
transportation committees of the legislature.3

(6) $200,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 4
for the joint transportation committee to conduct a study and make 5
recommendations on alternative new methods for local governments to 6
fund sidewalk improvements, including but not limited to establishing 7
a sidewalk utility. The study must review revenue options utilized in 8
other states and make evaluations based on fairness, stability, 9
adequacy, regressivity, simplicity, and the effect on economic 10
vitality. The joint transportation committee must submit a 11
preliminary report of findings and recommendations to the 12
transportation committees of the legislature by December 15, 2025. A 13
final report is due to the office of the governor and the 14
transportation committees of the legislature by June 30, 2026.15

(7) $250,000 of the carbon emissions reduction account—state 16
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to review and 17
evaluate administrative, performance, and delivery efficiencies for 18
alternative fuel and zero emission vehicle and vessel and 19
infrastructure programs and other transportation electrification 20
programs funded under the climate commitment act. As part of its 21
review, the committee must analyze previously and currently funded 22
programs under the omnibus operating, capital, and transportation 23
appropriations acts. By October 1, 2026, the committee must provide 24
to the transportation committees of the legislature a report on 25
evaluation findings and recommendations on improvements to program 26
delivery, including the consolidation of any programs, and as to 27
which agency or agencies are appropriate and optimal to administer 28
such climate commitment act funded programs.29

(8)(a) $100,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state 30

(b) The review must also analyze transit-oriented development 37
housing supply and affordability strategies within chapter 267, Laws 38
of 2025, and include any recommendations on how such legislation may 39
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be most effectively implemented by local governments. The contracted 1
party shall provide its review to the appropriate committees of the 2
legislature by December 15, 2025.3

(9) $100,000 of the carbon emissions reduction account—state 4
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to oversee 5
the development of tools and methodologies to assist in program 6
delivery evaluation for fuel conversion activity programs that 7
receive appropriations from the carbon emissions reduction account. 8
Program delivery evaluation must include carbon emissions reduction 9
estimates by program and by unit of time, program cost per unit of 10
emission reduction, quantified benefits to vulnerable populations and 11
overburdened communities by program cost, any additional appropriate 12
qualitative and quantitative metrics, and actionable recommendations 13
for improvements in program delivery. A report is due to the 14

activity programs" include the purchase of zero emission or hybrid 22
electric vehicles, vessels, or off-road equipment, and the charging 23
or fueling infrastructure needed to support zero emission or hybrid 24
electric vehicles or vessels. Tool development and use activities may 25
include, but are not limited to, tool administration, hosting, 26
maintenance, support, enhancements, quality assurance activities, and 27
a tool redesign for better integration of user data and data export 28
capabilities.29

(ii) A final report shall be submitted to the transportation 17
committees of the legislature by June 30, 2027.18

(b)(i) $100,000 to review the existing methodology for 19
designating Washington state department of transportation freight and 20
goods transportation system (FGTS) and the freight mobility strategic 21
investment board's strategic freight corridors. The review should 22
include:23

(A) Recommendations for incorporating improved freight and 24
economic data including, but not limited to, data on economic 25
impacts, performance, tonnage, volume, resiliency, safety, and supply 26
chain impacts;27

(B) Recommendations on streamlining and utilizing collected data 28
to designate FGTS and strategic freight corridors;29

(C) An assessment of whether any new data collection, recording, 30
and sharing capabilities of the Washington state department of 31
transportation or local jurisdictions would be necessary to implement 32
recommendations made; and33

(D) An assessment of whether any statutory changes would be 34
required to implement recommended methodology changes.35

(ii) A final report of findings and recommendations shall be 36
submitted to the transportation committees of the legislature by 37
December 1, 2026.38

(12) $100,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state 39
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to review 40
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options for long-term financial sustainability for the transportation 1
budget.2

(13)(a) The joint transportation committee must conduct the 3
following activities on transportation-related liability issues:4

(i) Evaluate and review other state laws on minimum liability 5
insurance requirements, to determine if current minimum requirements 6
for drivers in Washington state should be modified;7

(ii) Evaluate and review other state laws related to failure to 8
wear a seat belt as evidence of negligence in any civil action, to 9
determine if current state laws in this regard should be modified or 10
tailored to narrower evidentiary standards; and11

(iii) Evaluate and review other state laws related to state 12
defenses involving claims for injury or wrongful death when the 13
person was engaged in a felony, to determine if the current state 14
defense in this regard should be expanded to include traffic-related 15
misdemeanors, including impaired driving, reckless driving, and 16
racing.17

(14) $750,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 20
for the joint transportation committee to convene a work group to 21
consider options for long-term, financially sustainable vessel 22
preservation and replacement, terminal improvements, and ferry asset 23
management, and to conduct additional research as described in this 24
subsection.25

(a) The work group must consist of, but is not limited to, the 26

(v) Evaluate sustainable funding and financing options, including 16
leasing, certificates of participation, and bonding, that prioritize 17
the avoidance of both a multiyear gap in service and loss of service 18
delivery. The work group shall evaluate the financial feasibility of 19
these options, both in ferries related accounts and the broader state 20
transportation budget, taking into consideration other constraints in 21
meeting long-term delivery expectations.22

(d) Support for the work group must be provided by staff from the 23
joint transportation committee, office of program research, senate 24
committee services, the office of financial management, and the 25
department of transportation.26

(e) The work group shall report its initial findings to the 27
governor and the transportation committees of the legislature by 28
December 15, 2026.29

(f)(i) In consultation with the work group, the joint 30
transportation committee must contract with an independent third 31
party to conduct a study and make recommendations to modify or 32
maintain the credit provided by the department of transportation on 33
bid proposals for hybrid-diesel electric ferry vessels constructed in 34
the state of Washington. The study must consider economic and cost 35
factors including, but not limited to:36

(c) In conjunction with the governor's office of Indian affairs, 25
the state patrol must also submit to the joint transportation 26
committee by November 1, 2026, details of the best practices that the 27
state patrol implemented or will implement, including any timeline 28
for implementation to reduce demographic per capita disparities that 29
exist or existed regarding traffic stops.30

(13) $800,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation 31
is provided solely for increased chain enforcement on Interstate 90 32
in the area around Snoqualmie Pass. The legislature intends that the 33
Washington state patrol, pursuant to RCW 46.37.005, require 34
commercial vehicles to carry chains statewide during winter months 35
and, in coordination with the department of transportation, develop a 36
process for monitoring compliance at weigh stations.37

(19) (($2,178,000)) $1,865,000 of the state patrol highway 3
account—state appropriation is provided solely to continue the bonus 4
policy for commissioned staff who reach 26 or more years of service 5
in the Washington state retirement system pursuant to chapter 237, 6
Laws of 2024.7

(20) $600,000 of the state patrol highway account—state 8
appropriation is provided solely for staffing and security equipment 9
for Washington state patrol to staff the international border 10
crossing and provide support for the department of homeland security, 11
during the months of June and July 2026 for the purposes of the World 12
Cup, to facilitate border crossings and screening against human 13
trafficking, narcotics trafficking, unlawful crossings, and other 14
unlawful activity.15

(21) $998,000 of the state patrol highway account—state 16
appropriation is provided solely for staffing and other related costs 17
to support video coordination and processing for public disclosure 18
and discovery requests. Within the amounts provided under this 19
subsection, the department must research and evaluate technology and 20
automation enhancements to gain efficiency and reduce costs.21

VI compliance and language access, and Americans with disabilities 10
act compliance and training.11

(4) The department's office of equity and civil rights and the 12
office of minority and women's business enterprises must develop two 13
new business-size thresholds within the office's certification 14
program. The two new thresholds must include emerging small 15
businesses and rising small businesses with gross receipts of no more 16
than (a) $3,000,000 and (b) $10,000,000. This work must include 17
evaluation of all state-funded contracts over $50,000,000 for 18
emerging small business goals, rising small business goals, small 19
business goals, or any combination thereof. The office of equity and 20
civil rights and the office of minority and women's business 21
enterprises must submit a report to the office of financial 22
management and the transportation committees of the legislature by 23
November 1, 2025, on this work and any recommendations on next steps.24

(5) Within amounts provided in this section, a maximum of $75,000 25
is for the department's office of equity and civil rights to contract 26
with Western Washington University to analyze the economic benefit of 27
utilizing small businesses on department projects to the Washington 28
state economy.29

(b) The financial assistance must be provided as loans against 30
the requested receipt of federal funds from the federal emergency 31
management agency and the federal highway administration for these 32
emergency project costs. Upon receipt of federal funds covering these 33
costs, the city or town must pay back the loan within a reasonable 34
time frame as determined by the transportation improvement board. All 35
repayment amounts must be deposited into the motor vehicle account.36

Sec. 704.  RCW 46.68.170 and 2013 c 306 s 705 are each amended to 3
read as follows:4

There is hereby created in the motor vehicle fund the RV account. 5
All moneys hereafter deposited in said account shall be used by the 6
department of transportation for the construction, maintenance, and 7
operation of recreational vehicle sanitary disposal systems at safety 8
rest areas in accordance with the department's highway system plan as 9
prescribed in chapter 47.06 RCW. During the 2011-2013 and 2013-2015 10
fiscal biennia, the legislature may transfer from the RV account to 11
the motor vehicle fund such amounts as reflect the excess fund 12
balance of the RV account to accomplish the purposes identified in 13
this section. During the 2025-2027 fiscal biennium, the legislature 14
may appropriate from the RV account such amounts as reflect the 15
excess fund balance of the RV account for a vehicle flood relief 16
program under the state military department.17

Sec. 705.  RCW 46.68.280 and 2025 c 416 s 707 are each amended to 18
read as follows:19

(1) The transportation 2003 account (nickel account) is hereby 20
created in the motor vehicle fund. Money in the account may be spent 21
only after appropriation. Expenditures from the account must be used 22
only for projects or improvements identified as transportation 2003 23
projects or improvements in the omnibus transportation budget and to 24
pay the principal and interest on the bonds authorized for 25
transportation 2003 projects or improvements. Upon completion of the 26
projects or improvements identified as transportation 2003 projects 27
or improvements, moneys deposited in this account must only be used 28
to pay the principal and interest on the bonds authorized for 29
transportation 2003 projects or improvements, and any funds in the 30
account in excess of the amount necessary to make the principal and 31
interest payments may be used for maintenance on the completed 32
projects or improvements.33

(2) During the 2025-2027 fiscal biennium, the legislature may 34
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the 35
transportation 2003 account (nickel account) to the move ahead WA 36
account and the motor vehicle fund.37

(3) The "nickel account" means the transportation 2003 account.38
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Sec. 706.  RCW 46.68.395 and 2025 c 416 s 712 are each amended to 1
read as follows:2

(1) The connecting Washington account is created in the motor 3
vehicle ((account [fund])) fund. Moneys in the account may be spent 4
only after appropriation. Expenditures from the account must be used 5
only for projects or improvements identified as connecting Washington 6
projects or improvements in a transportation appropriations act, 7
including any principal and interest on bonds authorized for the 8
projects or improvements.9

(2) Moneys in the connecting Washington account may not be 10
expended on the state route number 99 Alaskan Way viaduct replacement 11
project.12

(3) During the 2023-2025 and 2025-2027 fiscal biennia, the 13
legislature may direct the state treasurer to make transfers of 14
moneys in the connecting Washington account to the move ahead WA 15
account and the motor vehicle fund.16

Sec. 707.  RCW 47.28.030 and 2025 c 416 s 719 are each amended to 17
read as follows:18

(1)(a) A state highway shall be constructed, altered, repaired, 19
or improved, and improvements located on property acquired for 20
right-of-way purposes may be repaired or renovated pending the use of 21
such right-of-way for highway purposes, by contract or state forces. 22
The work or portions thereof may be done by state forces when the 23
estimated costs thereof are less than $50,000 and effective July 1, 24
2005, $60,000.25

(b) When delay of performance of such work would jeopardize a 26
state highway or constitute a danger to the traveling public, the 27
work may be done by state forces when the estimated cost thereof is 28
less than $80,000 and effective July 1, 2005, $100,000.29

(c) When the department of transportation determines to do the 30
work by state forces, it shall enter a statement upon its records to 31
that effect, stating the reasons therefor.32

(d) To enable a larger number of small businesses and veteran, 33
minority, and women contractors to effectively compete for department 34
of transportation contracts, the department may adopt rules providing 35
for bids and award of contracts for the performance of work, or 36
furnishing equipment, materials, supplies, or operating services 37
whenever any work is to be performed and the engineer's estimate 38
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indicates the cost of the work would not exceed $80,000 and effective 1
July 1, 2005, $100,000.2

(2) The rules adopted under this section:3
(a) Shall provide for competitive bids to the extent that 4

competitive sources are available except when delay of performance 5
would jeopardize life or property or inconvenience the traveling 6
public; and7

(b) Need not require the furnishing of a bid deposit nor a 8
performance bond, but if a performance bond is not required then 9
progress payments to the contractor may be required to be made based 10
on submittal of paid invoices to substantiate proof that 11
disbursements have been made to laborers, material suppliers, 12
mechanics, and subcontractors from the previous partial payment; and13

(c) May establish prequalification standards and procedures as an 14
alternative to those set forth in RCW 47.28.070, but the 15
prequalification standards and procedures under RCW 47.28.070 shall 16
always be sufficient.17

(3) The department of transportation shall comply with such goals 18
and rules as may be adopted by the office of minority and women's 19
business enterprises to implement chapter 39.19 RCW with respect to 20
contracts entered into under this chapter. The department may adopt 21
such rules as may be necessary to comply with the rules adopted by 22
the office of minority and women's business enterprises under chapter 23
39.19 RCW.24

(4)(a) Work for less than $100,000 may be performed on ferry 25
vessels and terminals by state forces. During the 2025-2027 fiscal 26
biennium, work for less than $400,000 may be performed on ferry 27
vessels and terminals by state forces.28

(b) When the estimated cost of work to be performed on ferry 29
vessels and terminals is between $100,000 and $200,000, or between 30
(($400,000)) $500,000 and (($500,000)) $750,000 during the 2025-2027 31
fiscal biennium, the department shall contact, by mail or email, 32
contractors that appear on the department's small works roster as 33
created pursuant to procedures in chapter 39.04 RCW to do specific 34
work the contractors are qualified to do to determine if any 35
contractor is interested and capable of doing the work. If there is a 36
response of interest within 72 hours, the small works roster 37
procedures commence. If no qualified contractors respond with 38
interest and availability to do the work, the department may use its 39
regular contracting procedures. If the secretary determines that the 40
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work to be completed is an emergency, procedures governing 1
emergencies apply.2

(c) The department shall hire a disinterested, third party to 3
conduct an independent analysis to identify methods of reducing out-4
of-service times for vessel maintenance, preservation, and 5
improvement projects. The analysis must include options that consider 6
consolidating work while vessels are at shipyards by having state 7
forces perform services traditionally performed at Eagle Harbor at 8
the shipyard and decreasing the allowable time at shipyards. The 9
analysis must also compare the out-of-service vessel times of 10
performing services by state forces versus contracting out those 11
services which in turn must be used to form a recommendation as to 12
what the threshold of work performed on ferry vessels and terminals 13
by state forces should be. This analysis must be presented to the 14
transportation committees of the senate and house of representatives 15
by December 1, 2010.16

(d) The department shall develop a proposed ferry vessel 17
maintenance, preservation, and improvement program and present it to 18
the transportation committees of the senate and house of 19
representatives by December 1, 2010. The proposed program must:20

(i) Improve the basis for budgeting vessel maintenance, 21
preservation, and improvement costs and for projecting those costs 22
into a 16-year financial plan;23

(ii) Limit the amount of planned out-of-service time to the 24
greatest extent possible, including options associated with 25
department staff as well as commercial shipyards; and26

(iii) Be based on the service plan in the capital plan, 27
recognizing that vessel preservation and improvement needs may vary 28
by route.29

(e) In developing the proposed ferry vessel maintenance, 30
preservation, and improvement program, the department shall consider 31
the following, related to reducing vessel out-of-service time:32

(i) The costs compared to benefits of Eagle Harbor repair and 33
maintenance facility operations options to include staffing costs and 34
benefits in terms of reduced out-of-service time;35

(ii) The maintenance requirements for on-vessel staff, including 36
the benefits of a systemwide standard;37

(iii) The costs compared to benefits of staff performing 38
preservation or maintenance work, or both, while the vessel is 39
underway, tied up between sailings, or not deployed;40
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(iv) A review of the department's vessel maintenance, 1
preservation, and improvement program contracting process and 2
contractual requirements;3

(v) The costs compared to benefits of allowing for increased 4
costs associated with expedited delivery;5

(vi) A method for comparing the anticipated out-of-service time 6
of proposed projects and other projects planned during the same 7
construction period;8

(vii) Coordination with required United States coast guard dry 9
dockings;10

(viii) A method for comparing how proposed projects relate to the 11
service requirements of the route on which the vessel normally 12
operates; and13

(ix) A method for evaluating the ongoing maintenance and 14
preservation costs associated with proposed improvement projects.15

Sec. 708.  RCW 47.60.322 and 2025 c 417 s 402 are each amended to 16
read as follows:17

(1) The capital vessel replacement account is created in the 18
motor vehicle ((account [fund])) fund. All revenues generated from 19
the vessel replacement surcharges under RCW 47.60.315 (7) and (8), 20
and service fees collected by the department of licensing or county 21
auditor or other agent appointed by the director under RCW 46.17.040, 22
46.17.050, and 46.17.060, must be deposited into the account. Moneys 23
in the account may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures 24
from the account may be used only for the construction or purchase of 25
ferry vessels and to pay the principal and interest on bonds 26
authorized for the construction or purchase of ferry vessels.27

(2) The legislature may transfer from the capital vessel 28
replacement account to the connecting Washington account created 29
under RCW 46.68.395 such amounts as reflect the excess fund balance 30
of the capital vessel replacement account to be used for ferry 31
terminal construction and preservation.32

(3) During the 2021-2023 and 2023-2025 fiscal biennia, the 33
legislature may direct the state treasurer to make transfers of 34
moneys in the capital vessel replacement account to the 35
transportation partnership account and the connecting Washington 36
account.37

(4) During the 2025-2027 fiscal biennium, the legislature may 38
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the capital 39
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vessel replacement account to the Puget Sound capital construction 1
account.2
